Objectives

To mainstream AIDS into social protection and poverty reduction programs and interventions.

Duties and responsibilities

The consultant will: 

· Undertake the preparation and appraisal of innovative social protection projects and programs for submission for funding; 

· Assist in the development of tool for the supervision of projects in social protection and poverty reduction to monitor procurement of goods and services; review tender documents; evaluate the work of consultants and contractors;  process disbursement requests; and contribute to the preparation of  project completion reports;  

· Prepare in relation to poverty,  social protection, and MDG -related documents and ensure AIDS integration, especially as it relates to the ongoing efforts to mitigate the adverse impact of the financial,  food , and climate change crisis on the welfare of the poor and AIDS vulnerable groups;  

· Advise  in the  preparation of  results-based strategy; economic and sector work and applied research to articulate AIDS, poverty reduction and social protection issues in favor of the achievement of the MDGs;   

· Undertake work on AIDS and poverty reduction and social protection  including  the preparation of  poverty profiles,  poverty assessments, vulnerability analysis ,  labor market analysis, etc in order to strengthen knowledge base in the area of AIDS and social protection;  

· Contribute to the mobilization of financial  resources from bilateral agencies to support AIDS work in relation to poverty reduction  and social protection including organization of seminars, poverty and vulnerability- related studies,   and   dissemination of best practices;   

Desirable skills, competencies, knowledge and experience
· At least a Master’s degree in  Economics, Social  Sciences, or  related areas; 

· A minimum  of  7  years  of relevant experience in the identification,  preparation, supervision, and evaluation of social development projects in general and those dealing with social protection and poverty reduction in particular;  

· Considerable experience in support for  Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers, human capital development programs of African countries, and the national as well as global MDG agenda ;

· Work experience with multilateral institutions in relation to poverty reduction and development;

· At least 5 years of national and international experience in AIDS response;   

· Highly  competent in the use of standard software applications  such as Word, Excel,  Power Point, Access,  etc; 

· Ability to communicate and write effectively in English and/or French, with a good working knowledge of the other language.
