Objectives: Review the implementation of technical support plan.
Scope of the work

1. Monitor the implementation of the technical support plan, including capacity development program and the use of TS fund by conducting reviews to assess progress of actual work versus the program plan and propose changes to priorities, approach and allocation of resource if needed; 

2. Conduct analyses of specific technical support activities to ensure consistency and conformity with the workplan and budgetary objectives; 

3. Review and provide feedback to ensure consistency of technical support documents such as progress reports, and make sure that they are submitted in time; 

4. Provide TS-related inputs to information products and advocacy materials such as NAC annual reports and other documents; 

5. Contribute to knowledge building and knowledge sharing on technical support management and operation, synthesis of lessons learnt/best practices, and sound contributions to knowledge networks.
Education, skills and competencies

· Essential: University degree in public health, social science, or international law and human rights, with knowledge of development issues.

· At least five years experience in positions with a good understanding of the HIV epidemic and the contributions made by UN programmes and agencies, complemented by experience in the development, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of multi-sectoral national AIDS programmes.

· Expertise in development and management of technical cooperation programmes, including technical support component.

· Proven writing and presentation skill.

· Confirmed coordination, organizational and facilitation skills.

· Experience in low and middle income countries preferably with an understanding of the political dimensions of AIDS work with regard to the international community and experience of support to/collaboration with major funding mechanisms (e.g. GFATM, World Bank, PEPFAR). 

· Advanced knowledge of French with a good working knowledge of one of English.
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
