



 
GENERIC TERMS OF REFERENCE
Translating Outcome Framework priority areas into measurable outcomes. 

Background and objective
The UNAIDS Outcome Framework calls for joint action. In order to address the identified areas effectively, UNAIDS Secretariat and the Cosponsors will support cross-cutting strategies and institutional delivery mechanisms that build on what we know works and will take steps for change where we need to work differently and work better. In that context, UNAIDS RST Dakar is going to recruit a consultant who will help UNAIDS in the development of generic ToRs that can be used and adapt to the reality of countries. This was a recommendation of the TS strategic review meeting in Dakar in September 2009. The areas in which ToRs will be developed are defined by the cross cutting strategies highlighted in the Outcome Framework:

· Bring AIDS planning and action into national development policy and broader accountability frameworks;

· Optimize UN support for applications to, and programme implementation of, the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria;

· Improve country-by-country strategic information generation, analysis and use, including through the mobilization of novel sources;

· Assess and realign the management of technical assistance programmes;

· Develop shared messages for sustained political commitment, leadership development and advocacy; and

· Broaden and strengthen engagement with communities, civil society and networks of people living with HIV at all levels of the response. 

In the effort to translate priority areas into measurable outcomes, the Framework instructs UNAIDS country staff  to focus their efforts on:

· Brokering and unifying the management of relevant technical support for appropriate national AIDS responses;

· Producing strategic analyses of programmatic quality to improve results-based implementation;

· Enabling political agents to demand change in governance, legislation and policy to support evidence-informed programmes;

· Developing oversight structures to ensure mutual accountability to demand results; and

· Supporting the Cosponsors, in order to maximize their comparative advantage at the country level in support of national efforts to achieve universal access.

Timeframe, fees, Stakeholders to be consulted, Reference documents, Methodology, Reporting line, Working conditions and commitment

Consultant Tasks:

· To collect the terms of reference (English and French) used during the preparation of the previous requests for technical support.

· To classify ToRs according to the specific fields of technical assistance in order to help cosponsors to maximize their comparative advantage in support to countries. 

· To draft terms of reference in areas and domains for which there is no sample.

· To review and re-write existing terms of reference and to produce new terms of reference when necessary. 

· To work out broad and general terms of reference for the themes without models, according to discussion and guidance of the RST 

· To update internet site for public access in French and English presenting of the generic terms of reference in various themes.

Expected results

Generic ToRs available in various fields of technical support related to the maximization of the comparative advantage of the cosponsors. 

Necessary competences 

· Capacity of edition and drafting 
· Knowledge of the fields related to the AIDS, Health, Social development 
· Rigor and respect of quality. 
· Production capacity and of maintenance of Internet sites 
· Analytical experience proven by publications. 
· Competence in the analysis of information and the drafting of reports. 
· Experiment in a similar work
· Experience with UNAIDS or other international organisations. 
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
