Specific tasks and Responsibilities:

1. Facilitate the development and implementation of the advocacy strategy for strengthened and integrated partnerships in the country.

2. Identify and develop new partnerships and implement strategies to improve the effectiveness of joint team work. 

3. Encourage and facilitate information exchange, on partnership strategies, approaches and programs, projects, initiatives to ensure strong links among partners. 

4. Support the identification of areas of action in order to facilitate the emergence of leadership and coordination among civil society including people living with HIV.

5. Facilitate the emergence of a clear strategic direction for effective partnerships with the private sector, identification of constraints and ways to address them. 

6. Assist in the identification and organization of work with high level representatives and ambassadors in support to AIDS campaign.

7. Produce talking point and briefing note in support to advocacy campaign and other political mobilization initiatives.
